Be careful with the tenses

Focus on the question first, try to point out the main word (whether it is asking
time, place, person or tenses) and look for that answer.

Usually the reply is the answering question. Sometimes, The reply can be
questioning back to person 1’s statement or confirming the understanding.
Every choice might be possible, but if you understand the question, the answer is
obvious.

You can answer the question only if you can
understand the conversation.
